I for one find it very hard to believe that 
a New Year is nearly upon us again ï it seems like only a few months ago I was performing the 
last rites on our last Xmas tree in the back garden!

Re-capping the year that is now behind us, it has certainly been a busy time for Insite staff.

There is nothing more satisfying than taking some low life 
predator out of the Communities they prey upon ï no matter how temporarily that might turn out 
to be!

Working relationships with the Council, Police and of course you guys, the Omaha Community 
have in my view never been better and the benefits of our combined efforts are now being held up 
by senior Police management as a model for other communities to work towards.

Silent Alarm
A couple of weeks ago at around 1.00am in the morning we had an alarm activation from the 
Mahurangi Rugby Club here in Warkworth.  This is a great little alarm system as it is completely 
silent and if there are any offenders on-site they are never aware that we are on the way!

This was pretty much the scenario on this occasion and as our Patrol arrived at the Clubrooms he 
was greeted with the sight of 3 persons leaping off the balcony of the building (a not insignificant 
height) and then hightailing it across one of the rugby fields!

At the time the guard also noted that one of these persons had very white or blonde coloured hair 
that stood out like a beacon under the Patrol vehicleôs spotlights.  Taking this as a good indication 
of the preferred target out of 3 possible choices, our guard set-off across the fields in pursuit of 
the blonde person.

He hadnôt run very far when to his surprise the blonde person completely disappeared from sight 
in front of him as if the earth had somehow swallowed him or her up!

Running to the spot where he had last seen the óblondeô, he arrived 
at the edge of a fairly deep storm water drain that runs around the 
outside of the rugby fields. Looking down into the drain he was then 
further surprised to see a personôs bottom poking up in the air. With 
further investigation he then discovered the owner of the bottom 
was face down in the mud and appeared to be trying to dig óherselfô 
deeper into the dirt in a very credible attempt to avoid detection!
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With some effort our Patrol managed to retrieve the óladyô from her burrow and after speaking with 
her for a few minutes learnt that she and her two associates had been in the process of burgling 
the liquor supplies belonging to the Rugby Club when the Patrolôs arrival had disturbed them.

As our lady tried to recover some semblance of dignity she suddenly came to the realisation 
that her co-offenders had completely abandoned her in their rush to get away! As this thought 
process  further sunk in she became quite outraged at this very cavalier treatment by her male 
team mates!

As a result she then freely provided our staff member with the full names, addresses and phone 
numbers of the co-offenders!  The Police were then able to drive straight around to the 1st property 
she had mentioned and within the hour all 3 offenders were having a fruitful catch-up in the 
Warkworth Police cells!

Some excellent enquiry work by the Police the next morning linked all 3 offenders to a further 5 
burglaries they had also committed around the area.

All in all not a bad night for us and I am sure there is a moral to this story somewhere! (in fact if  
you can come up with a clever moral for this story, the best one received will win a  signed 
copy of Lauraine Jacob’s fabulous new book ‘Matakana’ – a must read and not just for 
foodies.

As with last yearôs 
stance, we would far rather help or educate people to understand the By-laws rather than writing 
up prosecution notices, however repeat offenders will find the exercise costly if they wish to push 
the boundaries.

A good description of offenders and if possible the registration number of vehicles they are driving 
are of huge help when we are following up on complaints or incidents.
